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Around eleven o’clock he was seized with a violent attack of what was believed to be “cholera morbus,” but which was later identified as appendicitis; death itself was caused from infection resulting from a ruptured appendix.  He suffered greatly the last few days with vomiting, cramps, and purgings. But he endured the pain cheerfully, occasionally making humorous remarks, and seemed to recognize his family members, responding to the prayers said in his behalf with a distinct “amen.” 

On Wednesday, August 29, 1877, Brigham Young passed from this life.
